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The professional conversation can be used when you have not been able to be directly observed demonstrating a skill.  
For example, cannulation. The skill may have been practiced in the clinical skills suite. You can develop proficiency by:
· Knowing the signs of extravasation
· Knowing the policy
· Understanding the rationale of having cannulae sited
· Being able to explain the care and treatment to your patient
· Being able to escalate a concern
· Knowing how to document the care of person with a cannula in situ
· Being aware of the medication administered intravenously
As you can see this may well link to several other proficiencies. 
You can use professional conversation can be used to evidence your assessment. Your practice assessor or supervisor can add the feedback to the  ‘additional comments’ area of your portfolio.
