Completing Resubmission in your Final Placement Checklist

Managing a resubmission of an assignment is challenging. Not succeeding in practice has further challenges in that you will be reliant on the guidance of others to help you manage the process. Now is the time to ask for help and support.
Welcome to your final placement. This is an opportunity to consolidate your knowledge and skills, building your confidence as you prepare for registered practice.

Frequently asked Questions
Will I stay in the same placement area for my resubmission and final progression?
Unless otherwise agreed, you will ordinarily remain in the same placement area for both resubmission and progression. 
Will my placement need to be longer because I am resubmitting?
Your academic assessor and practice unit lead will advise about the length of placement which will be based upon outstanding practice hours. To help with planning, please ensure that your timesheets are completed and approved in good time. Your resubmission period will be no less than 4 weeks at the end of placement. The intent is to manage your resubmission within the normal allocation of practice. You will find your placement plan in the ‘comments’ section of your portfolio. You will need to review this with your practice assessor
What if I fail my resubmission assessment?
You will have to interrupt your placement and await the assessment board decision. Arrange a tutorial to discuss the assessment outcome with your academic assessor.
I am just not ready to qualify, can I do this?
It is normal to question one’s ability and be apprehensive about the future. Having not passed an element of practice can cause more self-doubt. Talk to your practice supervisors and practice assessor. Reflect on which elements you would like to develop. For example, how confident are you to delegate? Your final placement is an opportunity to develop the aspects of practice you wish to focus on. In this way you can gather feedback, hints and tips to help you.
Do I need to provide evidence for the final progression placement?
You will see in the presentation that you need to complete 7 reflections to illustrate your knowledge and skills in relation to the 7 platforms. This evidence supports your practice supervisors and practice assessor to confirm your developing autonomy of safe and effective practice. Confirm with your practice assessor any additional evidence they may need and by when. Your practice assessor cannot complete the final interview until the reflections have been completed and confirmed.
What if I fail my final placement?
[bookmark: _Hlk125554934]Firstly, be kind to yourself. Make an appointment with your academic assessor to make a plan. Your result will be presented at the assessment board. If appropriate, a further placement opportunity will be provided to help you retrieve your assessment. Speak to your personal tutor and student finance as you may not complete your programme on time.

· Progression ‘sign off’ completed by practice assessor
Make sure all timesheets are completed and signed
Complete the statutory declaration
Notify your academic assessor that you have completed everything.
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
